Life’s Choices  - Good or Evil, Life or Death:   What’s yours?
God loves us and graciously has given us choice, which operates in us as freewill:   The ultimate choice He puts before us is good or evil, life or death.
Deuteronomy 30:15: See, I have set before thee this day                          life and good, and death and evil;
           Deuteronomy 30:16:  In that I command thee this day to love the                                                                       
LORD thy God, to walk in his ways, and to keep his        


                     
commandments and his statutes and his judgments, that thou 

mayest live and multiply: and the LORD thy God shall bless 

            
thee in the land whither thou goest to possess it.
Deuteronomy 30:19: I call heaven and earth to record this day against you, [that] I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing:  Therefore choose life, that both thou and thy seed may live:
It is a decision that has to be made and not doing so is the same as rejecting God:  To choose well, is to pick good thereby opting for God and eternal life. 
To choose evil is to choose Satan and eternal death.  It is very important to realise that your choice declares you are either for God or against God:   However not to choose means that you are against Him:   

An extremely dangerous situation to be in, jeopardising as it does any hope of eternal life;  being the opportunity, after life on earth, to live for ever with Father God in heaven!
The time to make the decision is always ‘NOW’, for we do not know and should not take for granted what tomorrow may bring, or even if it will come: 
In a sense we all live on borrowed time, not just the terminally ill:  This latter group, once they aware of the length of their remaining days, do decide to accept Christ.  It is best not to leave the most important decision one will ever make to a virtually last minute one, thus missing out on the abundant life in Christ that could have been lived, before dying.  

The tendency is for people, especially young ones, to have a false sense of security,  to assume they have all the time in the world in which to make their decision:
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Wrong!   This only helps spring a favourite trap of Satan’s, who “roams to and fro’ the earth” seeking who to devour!
Job 1:7  And the LORD said unto Satan, Whence comest thou? Then Satan answered the LORD, and said, From going to and fro in the earth, and from walking up and down in it.
1 Peter 5.8  Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour.
This procrastination, gives Satan an opportunity, or even a foothold, to destroy people by his cunning and deceptive methods.  Make no mistake about this:   He is the Destroyer and he is clever:
Because he hates God, he hates those people and things that are God’s:   Therefore the sooner he can begin his destruction of them, the better for his mission:    He employs tactics such as deception, delusion and lying, to cause people to believe or think wrongly which leads to sinful actions:   

Satan wants to keep people poor and sick to distract them from keeping God’s rules, thus preventing them from having fellowship and a close personal relationship with Father God, who is their only help!    

In particular Satan hates the family unit, (husband & wife with or without child/children), marriage being the first institution God set up, for Adam and Eve in the garden of Eden (See Genesis 1).   Satan knows sexual immorality will keep people out of heaven and in his hands, their final destination being with him in hell!
Every day, in the media or through unfortunate personal experience, we hear of the sudden deaths of people by diseases, natural causes, terrorism, disasters, crime, etc. 
Many of these people will have died in their sins, that is without having made the choice of giving their life to God, and will have not accepted Christ as Lord and Saviour of their life:    Now Jesus died on the Cross for us. i.e. in our place in atonement for mankind’s sins, and rose again from the dead, thus conquering death and sin:   We are healed and by His stripes, i.e. the lashes He received when he whipped before His crucifixion:  

In order to claim and inherit God’s blessings, such as forgiveness of sins, healing and eternal life in heaven we must be a member of God’s team, by inviting Christ to come into our lives,  and then put into practice by the power of the Holy Spirit, living by God’s laws.
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God is not interested in robots, but wants us to love and serve Him of our own free will; He gives us this element of choice:   The Bible, His unchanging Word, is our guide how to live.  Once we confess Jesus is Lord and Saviour of our life, that we have sinned and ask His forgiveness,  repent and commit our life to serve and obey Him, we can enter into the family of Christ and all God’s promises and plans He has for us, his children.
Satan however, seeks to entrap people and another tactic of his is the   ‘live now, pay later’ trick.   He is the master of deception, the Deceiver, working on people’s mind to portray some things as a “must have items guaranteed to instantly fix one, some or all of their problems”.  Because of this wrong thinking people murder, steal, lie, have illicit sex, do drugs, get into debt, etc.
Paying later, as a consequence of living beyond one’s means to satisfy short-lived goals, causes consequences such stress through debt, guilt, imprisonment due to crime funding expensive life-style, and causing sickness such as depression, which may even lead to suicide, out of this earthly life and into hell in the hereafter life.  This is designed to thwart God’s plan for our lives.
John 14.6   Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.
